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If you are not required to appear in court, you may plead guilty and pay the waiver prior to the court date listed on the bottom of your citation.

To confirm the amount of the citation, visit www.dublinohiousa.gov/mayors-court. Select “view case information” and enter your name.  You may also call the court at the telephone number listed above to confirm the amount of the citation.

Payment can be made online, by phone, in person or by mail. The court accepts cash, certified checks, money orders, personal checks (local residents only), visa, mastercard, discover and american express.

PAYMENT OPTIONS

1. Select “pay tickets online” and then enter the citation number. Follow the prompts to enter all of the required information. Contact the Court at the telephone number listed above to obtain instructions on providing proof of responsibility or insurance (if it was not shown to the Police Officer). Please note: It may take 24-48 hours before citation information is available online.

2. To pay in person, using any method of payment, come to the Mayor’s Court Traffic Violations Bureau during normal business hours which is located at the Dublin Justice Center, 6565 Commerce Parkway, Dublin, OH 43017. 
3. To pay by mail, make a certified check, money order or personal check (local residents only) payable to the City of Dublin and send to the address listed above.  Please include proof of financial responsibility or insurance (if it was not shown to the Police Officer).
4. To pay by phone, using a debit or credit card, call the telephone number listed above to speak to a staff member.


proof of finaincial responsibility or insurance
You are required by Ohio law to provide proof of insurance for all traffic violations. You must show that the vehicle you were operating was insured at the time of the violation. If you did not provide proof of insurance to the Police Officer at the time of the violation, you must provide it to the Court.  Failure to provide proof of financial responsibility or insurance will result in a suspension of your driving privileges by the Ohio Bureau of Motor Vehicles (BMV).

consequences of non-payment
Failure to pay by the court date listed on your citation will result in additional court costs and may result in a warrant for your arrest and cancellation of your driver’s license.

personal appearance required
If the Police Officer marked this box on the face of the ticket, you must appear in Court at the date and time listed on the citation.  These violations cannot be processed by the Traffic Violations Bureau.

diversion
If the Police Officer referred you to the Traffic Diversion Program, you must appear in Court at the date and time listed on your citation for further screening and processing.
